- managing external trade, international financial activities and
international technological cooperation.

4. Investigative activities:

- investigations (social and journalistic);
- independent expertise;

- engaging private investigators notwithstanding the type of a
client and goal of investigation.

5. Data processing, hosting services and related
activities:

- creating infrastructure for hosting;

- services of data processing and activities related to data
processing;

- special services, such as: web-hosting, data streaming;

- interactive provision of software (providing applied hosting
and applied software);

- services of applications;



- providing time-shared hardware and software to clients;
- data processing: full processing of data provided by a client;
- preparing special reports based on data provided by a client;

- data input services.

6. Activities of professional member organizations:

- activities of the organizations, the members of which are
interested in some specific knowledge or professional sphere or
engineering sphere;

- activities of the specialist associations involved in scientific,
educational or cultural activities;

- activities aimed to distribute information, determine criteria
for assessment of practices and conformity control,
representation in state institutions and public relations;

- activities of scientific communities;

- journalistic activities.
